REGULATION OF THE NATIONAL ACCREDITATION BOARD FOR HIGHER 

EDUCATION NUMBER 5 OF 2019 CONCERNING ACCREDITATION 

INSTRUMENTS FOR STUDY PROGRAMS 
 
Accreditation is an assessment activity to determine the eligibility of Study 

Programs and Higher Education. Accreditation is carried out with the aim of: 
(1) determining the eligibility of Study Programs and Tertiary Education 

Institutions based on criteria that refer to the National Higher Education 
Standards; (2) guaranteeing the quality of Study Programs and Higher 
Education externally in both academic and non-academic fields to protect the 

interests of students and society. Accreditation is carried out for Study 
Programs and Tertiary Education Institutions based on the interaction 

between standards in the Higher Education Standards, namely the National 
Higher Education Standards plus the Higher Education Standards set by 
Tertiary Education Institutions. Accreditation of Study Programs and Higher 

Education is carried out using accreditation instruments. The Study Program 
Accreditation Instrument 4.0 (IAPS 4.0) is an integral part of the accreditation 
of study programs regulated in this regulation. IAPS 4.0 is determined by the 

National Accreditation Board for Higher Education (BAN-PT). 
 

IAPS 4.0 regulated in this regulation consists of: (1) IAPS 4.0 Academic Paper; 
(2) IAPS 4.0 criteria and procedures; (3) IAPS 4.0 Self Evaluation Report (LED) 
Guidelines; (4) Guidelines for Preparation of IAPS 4.0 Study Program 

Performance Reports: (5) Guidelines for Assessment of IAPS 4.0; (6) IAPS 4.0 
Assessment Matrix; and (7) IAPS 4.0 Field Assessment Guidelines. The IAPS 

4.o assessment matrix referred to in this regulation is for study programs: (1) 
Undergraduate Program; (2) Master’s Program; (3) Doctoral Program; (4) 
Diploma Three Program; (5) Applied Undergraduate Program; (6) Applied 

Master’s Program; and (7) Applied Doctoral Program. This regulation applies 
and replaces the Higher Education National Agency Regulation Number 2 of 
2019 concerning Guidelines for Preparation of Self-Evaluation Reports and 

Guidelines for Preparation of Study Program Performance Reports in the 
Study Program Accreditation Instrument.
