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The Standard Operational Guidelines (POB) for the 2019 publication incentives for 

the 2019 publication incentives are a refinement of the 2018 scientific publication incentive 

POB. This POB has been recognized by changes in relevant laws and regulations as well as 

an effort to improve the quality of the publication of scientific works of Universitas Negeri 

Surabaya’s lecturers. Through the improvement of this POB, it is hoped that it will further 

encourage the productivity of scientific publications of the lecturers, both in terms of quantity 

and quality. This POB will be the basis for giving scientific publication incentives for the 

lecturers of Universitas Negeri Surabaya. 

Scientific publication incentives can be given if the applicant and his article meet the 

requirements on both general and specific criteria aspects. Specific criteria for scientific 

publications that receive scientific publication incentives are reputable international journals, 

accredited international journals, reputable indexed international proceedings, and national 

journals. The amount of publication incentive is determined based on the incentive category 

for scientific publications ranging from scientific publications category A to I. Each 

publication category has a varying amount of assistance starting from RP. 25,000,000.00 to 

Rp. 1,000,000.00. 

The applicant hands in the following documents to the head of the research and 

community service unit (LPPM): 

1. Line of application for submission known to the head of vocational and the Dean / 

Deputy Dean of Academic Affairs 

2. Articles that have been published 

3. Evidence of journal indexing 

4. Proof of payment of article publication payment 

5. Statement of originality of published articles with a signed and stamp duty. 

In this procedure, several forms are also attached which need to be completed by the 

applicant. These guidelines are in effect from April 2019 until now.
